Jean Charles de Menezes Family Campaign Motion

This union notes:

· Jean Charles de Menezes was a young Brazilian electrician who was killed on his way to work on 22nd July at Stockwell tube station.  He was shot 7 times to the head whilst pinned down by police officers.

· Jean was killed under Operation Kratos - a ‘Shoot to Kill’ policy has been implemented without any parliamentary or public debate

· The police allowed information to circulate in the public domain suggesting that Jean was wearing a bulky jacket; that he was acting suspiciously, that he was ordered to stop and that he ran away from the police.  All of this has turned out to be false.

· CCTV footage capturing Jean’s last moments is missing from Stockwell tube station and the Independent Police Complaints Committee were kept away from the scene of the shooting for 6 days by the Metropolitan Police

· The Forest Gate shooting incident of an innocent man that could have led to a fatality.

· Trade Unions have a role to protect fundamental human rights in society and show solidarity with those that suffer breaches of them.

· Supporters of the Jean Charles de Menezes Campaign include distinguished figures such as Michael Mansfield QC, Bianca Jagger (EU goodwill ambassador), Irene Khan (Secretary General of Amnesty International)

This union believes: 

· Jean’s family and the British public deserve to have full answers as to why he was killed.

· A policy decision as fundamental as ‘shoot to kill’ poses questions about the power of the state and the police, and must be subject to public political scrutiny and approval
· The murder of Jean has implications for everyone in the UK, but especially for people from Asian and other black and ethnic minority backgrounds who now have grounds to fear the police will be potentially be aiming “shoot to kill” policies at anyone who looks Muslim.
This union resolves:

· To affiliate to the Jean Charles de Menezes Family Campaign and support their struggle for justice
· To write a letter to the local Member of Parliament, CC’d to the Metropolitan Police Authority, IPCC and Home Secretary demanding


1. A speedy conclusion to a thorough, impartial and independent 
investigation into Jean’s killing

2. That there be no impunity for those responsible for Jean’s death.

3. A suspension of the “Shoot-to-Kill” policy and a full public and 
parliamentary debate on its application

3. A full judicial public inquiry to be ordered by the Home Secretary (with 
full legal 
representation for the family) so as to ensure that the full 
facts of the circumstances 
of Jean’s death are brought into the public 
domain, including a focus on the ‘Shoot-to-Kill’ policy, its guidelines, 
its application and the circumstances in which it was 
operated on 22nd 
July.  The inquiry should also include an investigation into the 
handling by the Metropolitan police of the facts pertinent to the case 
since Jean’s death
